Fame,

The Greever Crouse Memorial Scholarship is awarded annually to a male and a
female high school seniors that will pursue a post-secondary degree. This year’s
recipients will receive a one-time award of $500 for his/her freshman year to the
institution of his/her choice. Recipients of the Scholarship must possess the
qualities of leadership, citizenship, sportsmanship, and scholarship. All of these
traits were evident in the life and profession of Mr. Greever Crouse. Additionaily,
recipients must show academic promise. The recipients must also participate in a
VHSL event to be eligible. Each school may nominate one female and one male
student athlete for this award.
